This re-voicing and
cultural adaptation of our daily
English radio program will be
broadcast in Latin and South
American FM stations and also in
the US in selected cities!

“Fun” is the Global Outreach Team that Aileen and | get
to work with here in Little Rock. In May, we hosted the
Hunt family of six, who are long-time friends that are
joining our team in July! Bill and Jenni spent 20+ years in
Kenya and had been leading FamilyLife there. Our
