So that “Every Home will be a Godly Home” in Fiji and Asia 

As she stood up to speak, you could tell she was a 
polished speaker but her quaking voice belied her 
deepest levels of emotion.  As a Fijian radio 
personality, this beautiful Indian woman’s life would 
have been the envy of many. Marriage, children and 
good jobs had not brought marital bliss.   
 
Her “HomeBuilder’s 
testimony” as part of 
the FamilyLife Fiji 
“Movement Maker’s” 
training moved all of 
us.  Staff  had invited 
“G” and her husband to 
a “HomeBuilder’s 
Couples Series Study.”  
“G” pleaded with her 
husband to attend.  
Even though he 
thought the marriage 
might be over, he 
agreed saying, “I’ll come observe but I won’t say 
anything.”   
 
After watching the 
couples share and 
interact during the 
session, he announced,  
“This is what I want to 
be involved in.”   His 
actions since have been 
miraculous: making 
sure the children are 
fed, she is picked up 
from her radio job, 
continued in 
HomeBuilders and even 
starting their own group.  
As she ended, it was 
clear that HomeBuilders 
had saved her marriage 
and empowered this couple to make an impact on 
others. 
 

Aileen and I had flown to Fiji to equip 53 laymen, CCC 
staff and pastors to help make “every home a Godly 
home.”  The focus was on making multiplying disciples 
through FamilyLife events, personal outreach and 
HomeBuilders Couples Series.  Because some had 
never attended any FamilyLife or Campus Crusade 

events, I (Howard) included a review of CCC’s 
transferable concepts.  One pastor came up 
afterward and said he had never understood 
the Spirit-filled life until that morning!   
 
We knew God was up to something big 
because of the opposition leading up to our 
trip.  After the parenting seminar in Chicago, 
Aileen ended up in bed for two weeks with 
extreme pain from a protruding disc in her 
neck.  Pain meds helped her to travel to N.C. 
for the parenting seminar.  Could she make a 
three week international trip for ministry?   The 
doctor approved the trip but refused the pain 
meds she needed just before the trip.  So odd!  

But a new doctor came to the rescue.  
THANK YOU SO MUCH FOR YOUR 
PRAYERS for our trip!  God answered as 

the Lord healed Aileen’s neck half-
way through our trip! 
 
After ten days in Fiji, we headed off 
to Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia.  
There we spoke at a Weekend to 
Remember (WTR) for 140.  It was 
opened by a representative from 
the “Ministry of Women and Family 
Health” because it understands that a strong 
family is the core of a nation.  Six indicated 
decisions for Christ.  Immediately following the 
WTR we began a 4 day “Movement Maker’s” 
training for 73.
